        Pray for our City…

1.We repent for dishonoring our brothers and sisters who we may disagree with in some areas and not focusing on Jesus’ blood and our unity in the Spirit.

2.Lord, we pray for peace within our communities.  We pray that racist attitudes are diminished and that understanding becomes prevalent throughout our two counties.  We command strife to leave and Lord, we vow to walk in love and peace.

19.Lord, we pray for hope for those who are discouraged by the economy.  Lord, let 

them see that You have not forsaken them but are with them every step of the way. We pray for increase for every family within the Inland Empire.

Pray for our Churches…

20. Lord, as Your bride here in the city of Riverside, we repent of separations

25. Lord, we pray that we would become more active in our community around us  and that Your heart’s cry would become the cry of our heart.  Let us not turn a deaf ear or blind eye to the injustices of our community but rather take a stand for those who cannot speak for themselves.

26. Lord, that we would be your witnesses throughout Riverside in everything that we do.  We pray that our lives would be a testimony of our faith in You and that we would desire to lead the lost to the knowledge of who You are.
